About the Friendship of Salem
Friendship is a replica of a 1797 three-masted, square rigged “East 
Indiaman” merchant ship used to open international trade with 
the Far East, Europe and Russia in the years after the American 
Revolution. As one of several interpretive features of the National 
Historic Site, Friendship is a commissioned vessel permanently 
moored at Derby Wharf.  Under sail, she serves as goodwill 
ambassador for the Essex National Heritage Area.
